Sazetak

U disertaciji ¢e se tematizirati problematika (ne)razumijevanja subjektiviteta Europske unije
(EU) u medunarodnim odnosima kroz prizmu suvremenih teorija medunarodnih odnosa.
Potonji kao politoloSka disciplina odredeni su svojim teorijskim postavkama, ¢ije nam
apliciranje u konkretnim istrazivackim procesima omogucuje jasno razlikovanje subjektiviteta
u dimenziji medunarodnih odnosa. U kontekstu toga disertacija ¢e nastojati istraziti ulogu koju
EU ima kao jedinstveni fenomen u teoriji medunarodnih odnosa. U njoj se istrazuje subjektivitet
EU u medunarodnim odnosima iz konstruktivistiCke teorijske perspektive. ObjaSnjavaju se
temeljne karakteristike mo¢i EU s ciljem jasnijeg razumijevanja identiteta, normi 1 vrijednosti
koje promice ili nastoji promicati u suvremenim medunarodnim odnosima. Disertacija ¢e
ukljucivati analizu normativne uloge i utjecaja EU na podrucju jugoisto¢ne Europe s posebnim
naglaskom na Bosnu i Hercegovinu (BiH) koja je uzeta kao studija slucaja. Na temelju
definiranoga metodoloskog okvira disertacija ¢e nastojati ponuditi najprikladniji interpretativni
okvir pomocu kojega je moguée objasniti i razumijevati subjektivitet EU u medunarodnim
odnosima. Upravo je spomenuti konstruktivisti¢ki pristup medunarodnim odnosima u ovoj
disertaciji preuzet kao adekvatan interpretativni okvir.
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Summary

This dissertation will address the issue of (mis)understanding the subjectivity of the European
Union (EU) in international relations through the prism of contemporary theories of
international relations. The latter, as a political science discipline, are determined by their
theoretical assumptions, the application of which in concrete research processes enables us to
clearly distinguish subjectivity in the dimension of international relations. In this context, the
dissertation will try to investigate the role that the EU has as a unique phenomenon in the theory
of international relations. It explores the subjectivity of the EU in international relations from a
constructivist theoretical perspective. The basic characteristics of EU power are explained with
the aim of a clearer understanding of the identity, norms and values that it promotes or tries to
promote in contemporary international relations. The dissertation will include an analysis of the
normative role and influence of the EU in the area of Southeast Europe with special emphasis
on Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH), which was taken as a case study. Based on the defined
methodological framework, the dissertation will try to offer the most suitable interpretive
framework, which can be used to explain and understand the subjectivity of the EU in
international relations. The above-mentioned constructivist approach to international relations
is adopted in this
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
